Sunday, May 23 we celebrated the Festival of Pentecost. It has
been 50 days since the resurrection of our Lord. Jesus and that
day celebrated His continuing presence in and among us
through the Holy Spirit.

Scripture records seven gifts of the Spirit: preaching, serving, teaching, encouraging,
giving, helping (Romans 12:6 -7 ) . Scripture also descri beg
ence in our lives: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, faithfulness, gentle-
ness, and self-control (Galatians 5:22 -23).

Unfortunately, many insist on living not by the Word of God but their own. A person
with this attitude may believe that God has given them His Spirit and loves them personally
and individually. This is true. But this does not mean that God intends us to live our lives
and faith privately and separately.

God sends the Holy Spirit to us that we might be gathered together with others to be the
body of Christ present in our own day. An attitude such as that described above is not
God-centered but self -centered. Such an attitude seeks not to serve as Christ served but
seeks to serve self. Such a person is aff

God gives and renews His Spirit in us through Word and Sacrament, in the care and
consolation of the brethren as we fellowship together. Through these means we focus on
the presence of the living Christ among us and are thus able to be the church Christ wants
us to be.

At one time this may have meant risking ¢
ing today is more likely to involve sharing with friends what you like or is important about
your congregation, inviting visitors at worship to sign the guest register, calling or visiting
fellow members absent from worship, offering to help with various programs of the con-
gregation, or bringing items for the Cridlin Food Pantry.

As we focus on the living Christ, present among and in us through the Holy Spirit, we
shall realize the gifts and bear the fruit
Gospel that gathers us together as St. Paul Lutheran Church.
