| like movies. | watch them whenever my schedule allows. Many people
enjoy this form of entertainment, if for no other reason, because movies are
“safe.” Anything can happen in a movie and nobody really gets hurt. It's
comforting to watch and know that the actor you like is just pretending and
didn’t really die.

Sometimes our observance of the Church Year is like that. We don’t think
of it as real. We tend to live by when the paycheck arrives or the school
schedule. The Church Year, which takes us through the life of Jesus and
leads us into our life with Christ, seems like just so much pretend.

With this attitude, Lent goes by so easily or is ignored. “See,” we say, “it's
only pretend. Jesus isn’t really hurt. At Easter He gets up again and goes
on to the sequel.”

Occasionally we get so caught up in a movie that we forget it is pretend.
When we see death, we grieve. When we see hurt, we sorrow. When we
see hope, we rejoice. When we see life, we live.

What if the Church Year is real? What if the life of Jesus is more than just
a story we read in Church but is real and true? What if the crown of thorns
really hurt? What if the nails really penetrated flesh? What if He really died?

What if the tomb is really empty? Knowing what we do about what Jesus
said and did, and who we say He is, what if? What difference would it make
in the way we live our lives?

Now you know why Luke wrote in chapter 24 of his gospel words like per-
plexed, terrified, amazed. As we proceed through Lent toward Easter, may
we too encounter Jesus the Christ, and respond with worship and joy.

One of CLP's programs is called STUFF (see our website for more information
www.clp-online.org). It stands for Sheets, Towels, Utensils for Families. Originally it
provided relief supplies to people who lost homes due to fires or other disasters such as

floods.

Last year | expanded the program to help moms transitioning from domestic violence
shelter to their own apartments. An example of this happened in December. Two
women (one single and one with twin daughters) were given the supplies to start their
new life in their own place. More recently, we received a request for a mom with three
children who had to destroy all bedding because of a bed bug infestation. CLP was able

to give them all new bedding and, more importantly, bed bug proof mattress and pillow
covers. These were items she could never have afforded on her own. We also recently
helped a family from the eastern panhandle who lost everything because of a chimney

fire.
Thank you to everyone who helps to support our ministries! It is only because of you

that CLP can respond and help people in need.
