      For the Day of Pentecost (May 23 this year), I suspect most people think of 

Lukeôs record in the Acts of the Apostles, Chapter 2.  Remember how the story 

goes:  the sound of a violent wind, tongues as of fire resting on each of them, 

speaking in other languages. 

 

     When younger I was fascinated by this account of such a sensual happening.  

As I grew older, despite a variety of religious experiences, I have yet to receive my 

own personal flame as a sign of the Holy Spirit in my life. 

 

     But then I encountered the Gospel according to John.  ñWhen [Jesus] had said 

this, He breathed on them and said to them, óReceive the Holy Spirit.ôò  (John 

20:22) 

 

     The word used for ñbreatheò is similar to the word used for ñwindò and ñspirit.ò  

In Genesis, when the Spirit move over the waters it could also be translated as ñthe 

breath of God.ò Scripture tells of God breathing life into Adam; Ezekiel prophesied 

to the dry bones and the Spirit breathed life into them; when Jesus died on the cross 

He breathed His last and gave us His spirit. 

 

     Breathing is something familiar to us, something with which we are experi-

enced.  I have learned in a Lamaze birthing class how to ñcoachò a woman through 

the pain of childbirth by controlling breathing (it works in the dentistôs chair, too).  

Knowing how and when to breath during certain types of  exercise makes for a 

more enjoyable work-out.  Iôve struggled for breath after accidentally inhaling 

chlorine gas.  I know the sound of a friend breathing his last. 

 

     Imagine, as you breathe, that with each breath God is renewing the Holy Spirit 

within you.  Imagine that the air is more than just oxygen going in and carbon di-

oxide coming out.  Rather, think of it as the very breath of God placed in you; call-

ing, gathering, enlightening and sanctifying you to live and serve as a part of the 

body of Christ.
